· Role of environmental toxins in the pathogenesis of CICAL 
· Function of sebaceous glands in normal hair follicle biology.


· Mechanism of hair shaft egress from the terminal hair follicle.

· Hair follicle regeneration in a site of tissue repair

Included in the submission should be a discussion of anticipated results and their potential significance to understanding CICAL. CARF has a rolling submission deadline policy; the review committee will respond within two months of submission. Generous awards of $5,000 to $20,000 will be granted.
